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The Helmholtz Association’s annual budget is composed of
core financing and external funding. Ninety per cent of core
financing comes from the German federal government while
ten per cent comes from the federal states in which the
Centres’ headquarters are located. Thirty per cent of the
total budget is raised by the Centres from external sources.
Both core-financing costs and externally-funded costs are

described in the Annual Report for 2007. Total costs are
shown according to how they are distributed among the
Helmholtz Association’s six strategic Research Fields (see
p. 95). An overview of funding according to how it is dis-
tributed among the Centres is also provided (see below).
Both overviews also provide number of staff, indicated in
full-time equivalents.
